A arquitetura sempre carrega uma histéria. A minha colegao
de cartazes retrata a arquitetura da era socialista. Trés
cartazes apresentam edificios de Bucareste e os restantes
sdao de Nova Belgrado, mas todos mostram a
monumentalidade dessas estruturas. As cores dos cartazes
dao vida aos edificios de betdo brutalistas, que muitas vezes
sdo vistos como frios ou opressivos. Tanto Bucareste como
Nova Belgrado partilham uma histdria de regimes politicos,
mas cada uma expressa a sua mensagem através de uma
abordagem arquiteténica distinta.
